PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

The UT Summer Choral/Vocal Camp is a one-
week, music camp for high school singers who
will be entering the 9-12 grade in the fall of
2012. Students should have experience
singing in a choir and/or as a soloist. Although
not required, previous private instruction is
helpful. The program is designed to give high
school students a chance to experience pre-
professional training with collegiate faculty in a
non-competitive environment. The curriculum
will include courses in musicianship, optional
private lessons, ensembles and special elective
seminars during the week. The program will
end with a final concert for all participants.
