Foreign Language Requirements
	Foreign Language Requirements

	Students must demonstrate proof of competency in a foreign (second) language as evidenced by completing one of the following:
1. Completing an intermediate II course (i.e., 202 course) or higher in a non-English language at The University of Tampa or as transferred credits, 
2. Producing a secondary school diploma from an institution whose primary language of instruction is not English 
3. Scoring intermediate or higher on an Oral Proficiency Interview in a non-English language.


Education Abroad Experience Requirements
	Education Abroad Experience Requirements (3 Credits)

	This requirement of at least 3 credits may be met through a traditional course, service-learning course, an experiential-learning course, a practicum, or an internship, as long as it is taken abroad. The selected course may be in addition to the above-listed credits or may be an international studies major core course or elective course that is offered abroad. Students who are unable to undertake an education abroad experience must complete a comparative international experience with the approval of the international studies’ major adviser.
